
PIERRICK SORIN

Pierrick Sorin is a French multimedia artist, video-maker, director and sce-
nographer, born in 1960 in Nantes. Working from early self-filmed pieces to 
immersive installations, he explores the status of the image and the shifting 
boundary between reality and fiction, often through a burlesque, self-portrait-
based approach. He is particularly known for his “optical theatres” and other 
staged devices that create hologram-like effects, placing moving figures wit-
hin real sets and drawing the viewer into the work. Alongside his visual prac-
tice, he also develops scenography and stage projects, including for opera.

Pierrick Sorin es un artista francés multimedia, videasta, director y escenógrafo, 
nacido en 1960 en Nantes. Desde sus primeras piezas de autofilmación hasta ins-
talaciones inmersivas, su trabajo interroga el estatuto de la imagen y la frontera 
cambiante entre lo real y lo ficticio, a menudo mediante un enfoque burlesco y 
autorreferencial. Es especialmente conocido por sus “teatros ópticos” y otros dis-
positivos escénicos con efectos cercanos a lo holográfico, que sitúan figuras en 
movimiento dentro de decorados reales e implican al espectador. Paralelamente 
a su práctica artística, desarrolla proyectos de escenografía y puesta en escena, 
incluidos en el ámbito de la ópera.
